#1 Diary of a visit te Castins, kept by N.Broeks ef Basten

(1848)
July 25th, 18483, On Friday July 2lst I left Bostan In
tha splandid steamar "Govarner™ Captain Jewett 8 bound for the
Penabscath, ~About 15 milnutes before we laft the oposition

stegmer Panobscot left abt her wharf In Broed 3St., thus she had
conalderably - -the advantage over us, But we soon passed her not-
withstanding she had her aall holsted. Socn after thia we
passed the pretty town of Gloucsster. I observed the Univarsal-
13t church (which has the tallsat tower)but could not distinguish
one house from another at that distance., We continued on our way.
I sat on dack admiring the scenery of thea bay and enjoying the
cool sea breeze, which felt grateful Iindeed, after passing the
day In a hot, dusty city with the thermometer at 96, At ten
feeling tired I want below and " turned fm ™. The motion of
the boat made me Fesl rather guaelmilsh, the, not decldedly aick.
I+ was In vain for me to try to slesp for my thought {¥!
were far ahead, to the pleasant land to vhich I was journeying,
also severanl boyas too large to be called Infants, were crylng in
the fore cabln, being under the care of their anxious papas,
as thelr mamas wers suffering from the horror of seaalckness.
However I caught several c¢abt-naps durlng the night. I awoke
dnrthe morning with aching head and walked on deck to enfoy %he
prospech, but Alas! before me was a vast esxpanse of <Fogl 1
thought well, I have got down east now. We proceeded very
slowly, someblmes stepping to whistle and ring to warn any
vessal which might be in the vicinlty. Pratty socn we heard
the welcome sound of the fog bell at "White Head" and 1t was
not long before we reached owl's heead. Next came Thomaston.
The fog now began to roll off and by the time we laft Cemden
we had the sun shinlng as of o0ld, The veyage uninterrupted
now centinued *t1ll we reachsd Belfasal at 9 oclock, I want
ashore thanking mwy lucky stars that I once more touched the
301) of my native state,
’ I went uptown and took breakfast, as I had not felt
well sncough to take anything on board. In about en hour I
went on beard of the T.F.S. There I met Mrs, Helmes of Alfrad,
Mrs. I.G.Brooks, of S,lem, Miss S.Hawes of N, York, Mrs. A. Hill
of Belfast, Mrs., Ithlel Lawrence of N,Castine & Mlss Sophla
Dresser of Castins, There were many other passengers on
board most ef which I did not know, Soon the Pencbscot
arrivaed bringling ne passangers for Castline but Mr. Witherlae
of Castlne, After walting untill 11 oclock, to take in
frelght, we departed for (sstine touchlng flrst S&arsport.
It wea very rough, Indeed. It was o me tha most unplegsant
as the fog again had set in, and nothing could be seen of my _
heme te which I was golng. at 12, we rounded the polnt at (asd?)

We got into Boston at aunrise, T came directlp over and stald

until etght, then went and delivered my letters, etc. I stald in
the housme most alltof the rest of the day ss I had a headache

and withal wss rather heresick, But I have new get entlirely over

1t.
