Expense Accounts, 1851-1860

Mr. Sawyer first made his notes in pencil, then transcribed them in ink. Some of the final entries
were out of sequence and have been corrected in this edition. This is especially true of 1856.

Not all entries have been transcribed. The records of small, routine expenses have been omitted.

When the expense records begin, the Sawyers, Samuel Elwell and his wife Abigail Ingersoll
Meads Sawyer, were living in a boarding house in Dorchester run by Doctor Capen and family,
paying $15 per week. Much of their food expense was for fancy fruits and alcoholic beverages.
They also spent a good deal on clothing and its upkeep. They owned a horse which they boarded
with Mr. Garcelon, and buggy. In 1854, they briefly moved to the Tremont House in Boston, but
beginning October 1, 1854, he is recorded as paying board to Mrs. Perkins. In 1854 he paid
$40.00 per week.

In 1851 Mr. Sawyer’s grandfather, Abraham Sawyer, born 1760, was still alive in Gloucester,
living in the family homestead.. His mother, who had married Daniel S. Webber the Gloucester
harbor pilot, soon after the death of his father in 1821, died in early December 1857. Her funeral
was on Thursday, December 3, 1857 in Gloucester. Daniel S. Webber, her widower, comes into
the expense account only in October 1859, when Sam Sawyer gave him $5.00.

He had a brother, Charles, who was a professional mariner, married to the former Almira
Hotchkiss of Newburyport. Charles seems not to have lived in Gloucester in the 1850s, but
Almira is recorded in the 1857 expense account. In May 1857, he paid for a sextant and a copy
of Bowditch’s Practical Navigator for Charles’s son Charley. Later, in the diary, there are many
references to Charles and his family. In the 1850s, when Sam went to Gloucester to visit the
family, he boarded with the Aaron Jaquith family, neighbors in the Fresh Water Cove area.



Abraham Sawyer died in early May 1856 (the funeral was on 4 May). On November 8, Sawyer
paid Fitz Hugh Lane, the best local artist, $100 for a painting of the Sawyer homestead. The
painting is now in the Sawyer Free Library behind the reference desk.

Rarey [Ravey?] John S. had an exhibition in the evening & although stormy a crowd of people
assembled—the house was crowded and not even good standing room left.

March 20. The morning opened with a bright sunshine, but is probably too rough outside for
Charles to go to sea, and cold withal.

Mrs. Dexter & Helen tea with us. Mr. & Mrs. Dale and Mr. & Mrs. Bartlett were here in the
Evening. Helen is a very intelligent girl.

News of the Evacuation of Fort Sumter & blowing it up.

March 21. Indication of another change in the weather.

Violent & heavy snowstorm it must be a terrible day tonight in Massachusetts Bay. I only hope
& trust that Charles is safe.

Went with Mrs. Bartlett & Nib to see [Ravey?]. He exhibited four horses & two poneys and
experimented on the several horses. I could not see that he did anything remarkable or more than
any competent person acquainted with horses could not do. In a word it was a gross imposition,
humbug. Cost over $5.00. A fool and his money etc.

March 22. The storm continued to rage with thick snow & sleet all night. A large body of snow
has fallen. [I] almost fear for Charles’s safety but hope he found a harbor in Provincetown. Feel
very anxious to hear from him.

A F. Boardman failed and assigned his p[roperty].

March 23. The snowstorm blocked up the Rail Roads., broke down the telegraph wires and did
much damage. We do not yet hear from all along the sea coast but hear of some shipwrecks near
by. We can only hope & trust that Bro. Charles found a safe port before the storm came on.



Today is pleasant & mild. The bright sunshine reflecting from the clean white snow is dazzling
to the sight, and the trees upon the Common with their branches covered with the white flakes,
presented in the sunlight this morning a fairy like effect. Some trees were broken.

March 24. Pleasant weather. Nothing heard from Charles.

By invitation of Sidney Homer, we went to see Moses in Egypt & was much pleased, especially
with Sig. Subini & Stigelli & Miss Phillips.

Charles returned & anchored in the harbor at 10 o’clk AM having suffered by the entire force of
the late storm in the Bay. Lost Boat & one sail, sprung a leak in consequence of the calking
being badly done. By her [ ] and will be delayed a day or two for repairs etc.

I am thankful that he returned alive & well. Sam did well.

March 25. I saw Charles this morning. He appeared well & bright notwithstanding the terrors &
suffering to which he has been exposed. The Brig was nearly submerged during the storm of
forty eight hours & properly going to keep her free.

The men behaved well, did their duty uncomplainingly, some frost bitten.

Sam was sick a little but has a good deal of pluck, not going to back out—a hard beginning for a
young sailor.

Ravey’s free exhibition.

March 26. Went to opera. Linda di Chamonix. Miss Kellogg took part Linda.
Mild weather & the snow fast disappearing.

March 27. Mild & rainy. Snow going off rapidly.
Saw opera La Juive. It was got up in elegant style & was highly applauded.
Weather pleasant at night.

March 28. Went to opera La Somnambula. Miss Kellogg as Amina, Brignoli as Elviro, Lusina as
Count Rudolph. Miss Kellogg did wonderfully & Lusini was admirable.

March 29. Went on board Souther. Delightful day. She will be ready for sea tomorrow
Nib & Mary Eliza & Nellie went to the opera The Jewess. Saw Enchantress.

March 30. Good weather. Strong breeze from the west, a first rate chance for the Souther to get
out of the Bay. Fresh wind all night. Assisted Charles in buying a new boat 18 feet for the
Souther, $42.50, Cragin.

March 31. Pleasant weather. Souther went to sea early this AM. Wind westerly, light. Wind
changed in the afternoon to the east. Poor chance to get out.

APRIL

April 1. Cold east wind, very fresh & raw.



Saw the pilot who said the Souther went out by the Cape Cod yesterday.

Went out to Thomas Moxley’s West Roxbury to see his cattle and a pair of Blk. Horses.

Thick snow storm commences about 8 o’clk in the evening.

April 2. Snow storm continues with much violence this AM, wind easterly. [ ] very doubtful if
the Souther has got beyond it.

Went alone to a whist party at Mr. Bardwell’s. Present: MR. & Mrs. Harding, Burlington [ ],
John Clark, Annie, Junie?, Jamie.

Storm unabated in the evening & snow much drifted.

April 3. Storm continues. Snow fell during the night.
Went to opera, Don Giovanni.

April 4. Delightful, mild day. Fast.
April 5. Pleasant weather, wind E.

April 6. Wind east. Saw Tirrell’s Panorama of California—good.
Opera troup left for N.Y.

April 7. Pleasant. Wind still East.
Doct. Davey preached. Discoursed on the death of Judge Shaw.

April 8. First visit to Gloucester.
April 9. Fine weather, wind E.
April 10. Fine weather, wind E.

April 11. Delightful day. Miss Betsy & Nellie birthday & gathering of Susan, Mr. & Mrs.
Haughton, Annie at Mr. Bartlett’s in the evening.
Bought brown mare 6 yrs. Old. Farmington, Me., Wm. A. Whittier.

April 12. First shot fired against Fort Sumter by the Confederate states, and returned by Fort
Sumter, bombarding kept up from 4 o’clk in the morning until night. The Confederate army
continued the fire at intervals during the night-the most effectual shots were from a battery at
[Cummings?] Point & Fort Johnson.

Prest. Lincoln to carry out the programme of his inaugural in a secret way prepared himself to
send provisions to Fort Sumpter (sic), peacefully if possible, forcibly if necessary, baffling & [
] he finally sent his force but he did not do it and Sumpter surrendered.

April 13. 2,000 shots were fired from the several forts and batteries; the shot & shell fell upon &
within the fort, thick & fast for 2 days when Anderson showed his white flag. Genl. Beauregard



went to Sumter & took Anderson a prisoner of war & he now is now the General’s guest.
Several warships & supply steamers were laying off Charleston waiting [ ] to carry in supplies,
but a storm prevailed & it was very rough. They did not attempt to do it. No loss of life on either
side.

April 14. Delightful mild day. Wind westerly.

April 15. Went to Gloucester. Lottie came up with one wagon brought up to the depot.

April 16. Military assembled on the Common making up two regiments to answer the requisition
of the President. Ten companies each of 64 men & officers together 780 men. Rainy.

April 17. Several volunteer companies assembled at the State House, took an oath of allegiance
to the government and their equipments then departed for Fort Munroe & Washington. Poor
creatures, they think it patriotism but those who have been guilty of bringing this state of things
upon us are blood thirsty partizans.

April 18. Horse went to Ward’s. Troops assembling & departing for the South. Sanguinary strife
is rampant. The Republican party in high glee, thirsting for the blood of our brothers & fellow
countrymen, not willing to yield to them just & equal sights [rights?] but determined to subdue
them.

April 19. It cannot be done. Rivers of blood may flow to enrich the Southern soil, but the
indomitable will of our Southern friends cannot be intimidated.

Out troops attacked in Baltimore by by a mob with stones & in return they were fired upon. 3
killed & several wounded.

April 20. Major Brown of Baltimore sent telegraphic disp[atch] to Lincoln yesterday that it was
not desirable to let any more troops pass. Governor Hicks was sent for & said he opposed to
secession, but he could not consent to an attempt to subdue his Southern brethren by force of
arms.

April 21. Pleasant weather.

Strange preacher, very enthusiastic & good. Public meeting called in State St. at 10 o’clk, very
large crowd assembled & much enthusiasm. Speeches made by Fletcher Webster & others
afterwards. The Irish commenced speech making.

April 22. Destruction of several Government ships in the harbor of Portsmouth & of the Gosport
Navy yard property, amounting as variously estimated in the newspapers at from ten to fifty

millions of doll[ars]. The Pensylvania (sic) was one of the largest first class frigates 120 Tons.

April 23. LETTER TO THE EDITOR?



The most intense war excitement prevailing. Everybody on the qui vive to hear the last news
from the seat of war. Nothing else thought of, business is at a standstill, except the din & hurry of
war preparation, military equipments moving to & fro & thousands find em-

April 24. ployment in making shirts, uniforms etc. for the soldiers. Large contributions are made
by private individuals in fitting out companies and in providing for the wants of the soldiers’
families. A free & generous spirit is manifested everywhere.

April 25. For myself I feel anxious for the perpetuity of our whole country, entire as go(?) For
the support of our national flag without obliterating one single star, not even defacing the
brilliance of one of them. My desire being to grant to every state its constitutional rights to retain
their

April 26. united (?) Loyalty, to continue as heretofore a free, prosperous & powerful people. Our
flag has been respected upon every sea & in every harbour (sic), & an American citizen has
always been secure in person, in whatever clime or wherever his feet might lead him.

April 27. The question naturally arises in my mind while witnessing this warlike bloodthirsty
spirit of aggression upon the South. The bitterness of feeling now rampant, Is this going to
accomplish the dear object of my heart’s desire? Can we subdue our southern brethren?

April 28. Will they become loyal if we succeed in every battle? Doubts, gloomy doubts follow in
my thoughts upon these reflections. The if blood & treasure are poured out like water how great
is the sacrifice if no good comes[?] if we thus destroy this glorious heritage?

August 21. P & R worked all day.

Arose at 5 o’clock, wind light, chiefly aloft, a most delightful morning. Took breakfast at 7 AM,
arrived at Provincetown about 11 %2 0’clk AM.. Made Race Point about 8 o’clk, dined at 2 o’clk
and went ashore, traversed the whol length of the single street. Called upon some old
acquaintances.

Arose at 6 5 o’clk, wind strong from souwest indicating rain. At 12 o’clk got out small anchor.
She lays very steady. Read & wrote most of the day. Took dinner at 2 o’clk, have good, most
excellent appetite. Didn’t go ashore, rough outside, several large vessels started & returned.

Arose at 5 o’clk, went ashore for supplies & took the opportunity to go up into the Observatory
which is situated on a commanding hill, from the top of which we had a fine view of the sea
coast around the Cape & the town. Met Jesse Small at 8 2 o’clk, weighed anchors & started for
Wellfleet. Arrived there about 1 o’clk.

The water is so extremely shoal in Barnstable and Wellfleet Bay that was very difficult to
navigate our small yacht over the flats which at high water which at high water were covered
with only about 12 feet water. Wellfleet is a very pretty town situated upon undulating hills, the
houses are white, the ground well cultivated.

August 25. Came across the Bay last night. Fair wind part of the way, then came a head wind and
fresh. Arrived at the Cove at 5 o’clock..
