connected with this charming nook in Sarrey,
The quaint and prettily situa‘ed cottage
styled Brookbank was distinguiehed for tome
time a8 the house of George Eliot, and where
by-the-bye she wrote ** Middlemarch,” Hua-

dreds of the admirers of her works have
visited the spot from time to time to obtain
a glimpse of the place whera she lived.
Writing to Mre, Peter Taylor in 1871, George
Lliot says : * Ever since the first of May we
have been living in this queer cottage, which

JAMES G. BLAINE,

During the past few months no citizen of
the United States bas occupied a larger place
in the eyes of the world than James G.
Blaine, Tbe controversy over the Bebring
Sea matter with Lord Salisbury, tbe unfor-
tunate complications with tbe Italian Govern-
ment, growing out of the New Orleans lynch-
ing, and the spirited aud aggressive com-
mercial policy associated with his nzme. have
all combhined to bring this leader of the
Republican party prominently before the
world,

It has been said that the pesilion a man
holds in tke public thought of the day, may
be gauged by the space allotted him ¥ the
daily Press. If this is correct, the fact is
signifieant, that five lines in the morring
papers the other day were deemed sufficient
t) chronicle the return o! President Harrison
from a ten thousand miles trip around the
United States, while a column was cabled
across the Atlantic as to tbe nature of the
illness which at present confines Mr. Blaine
to his bed. Hated and feared by leaders of
the Democratic party, distrusted, betrayed,
aud defeated time and time again by mem-
bers of his own party, at the erd of thirty-
five years of active political life, during
which he has ever been in the thick of the
fight, bis name is still a power, his words and
actions of interest and a subjeot for comment
by the press of his own and other conntii¢s.—
London Globe,

MR, CARLISLE'S EASY LESSON.
The New York Sun contains a very interest-
ing and suggestive report of an interview
between a delegation from the Cincianati
Convention and Senator Carlisle, whom they
went to visit at his home in Kentucky. One
of the first questions they asked him was
what he thought of their scheme of Govern-
ment ownership of the railroads ard tele-
graphs. This gave bim a chance to inquire
about the details, and he used it to great
advantage, He asked how tbe Government
was to get possession of them ; was it to con-
fiscate them? They acknowledged that this
would be unfair, as they are now private
property. He them showed tbat il the
Government did not confiscate, it must buy,
and that if it paid a fair price to the owners
of the property, it would have to 1aise for
the purpose $14,000,000,000, a sum over four
times greater than tbe debt incurred in the
prosecution of the lat eWar, and woanld bhgve
to raise it by taxation.

¢ Are you ready,” he said, ‘“to tax your-
selves to raise this money? Then, after you
have got the property, are you ready to tax
yourselvcs to operate it, for the Government
never yet succeeded in doing business at a
profit! Coneider another effect ; such a plan
would add perhaps 1 200,000 men and women
to the roll of Government employees, How
would you ever succeed in tarning out of
power an administration with euch resources
at its command? The more corrupt it was
the more difficult it would be to displace it."”
This proved a very powerful aid to reflec-
tion and brought about a thoughtful silence
among the delegates on thbis branch of their
gubject. They then took up the well-known
topic of the concentration of ‘*the money
power in too few hands” He met them on
this point by asking how they were goiog to
remedy this evil—by a revoluiion or by an
act of legislatvre ?  *“ Do you } ropose to sav
by your legislature that when a man hes
earned $100 or $1000 or $10,000 that he shali
not earn any more!” This again reduced
them to silence, In fact, the whole incident
moré than justifies the suggestions we bave
often made in these colummns as to the good
effect on the current econcmic delusions of
the Socratic method if applied to individuals
ina private room, It 1s very difficult to
reach the minds of those who are Cominated

_| by them through a newspaper article or a

speech, Neither of ihese applies any real
pressure to their minds. They let tkte argu-
ment slip by as something perhaps a little
puzzling for the moment, but to which they
will ind an gnswer by and by; but when
face to face with an bopest questioner who
does not ronse their antagonism, and removeud
from the confusing iufluences of a great
azsemblage, they are compelled to dive at

Lieutenant A, G. Panl, who died recently
on board of the U.S, man-of-war Philadei-
phia, aged forty-two years, was one of the
most populnr officers in the Navy. He was
born in Philadelpbia, His father was a well
known lawyer, and his brother bas reached a
bigh rank in the army. His sister is the wife
of Mr, William Waldort Astor, and he was
also related to the family of A, J. Drexel. He
received his appointment to the Naval
Academy at Annapolie in 1862. He gra-
duated from there four years later, in 1866
he was made an ensign, and on November
2nd 1871 he becamo Lieutenant, For some
time before he was ordered to the Philadel-
phia, he acted as naval secretary to the
Secretary of the Navy, B. F. Tracy. He
wai the flag-lieu'enant of the North
Atlantic squadron, and special aid to Admiral
Gterardi,

John Baunvard, the artist, died May 16th,
at Watertown, S.D., aged scventy-fiva years,
Ho was born in New York. When fifteen
years old, be went to Louisville, where he
took up an artist'a career. Painting failing
as a means to a livelihood in Louisville, he
started down the Ohio and Mississippi rivers
in a stock boat, It was duting this trip tbat
be became infatuated with the scenery of the
Ml_sslgslppl, and imbued with the idea of his
painting, the ““ Panorama of the Mississippi.”
In New Orleans be contriv.d to subaist by
means of painting, and executed a fine pano-
rama of Venice, without having seen the city.
He exhibited it with considerable success in
the West, He theu determined to carry into
execution his long-cherished idea of fizing

his aim being to produce the largest painting
1n the world, Ho hegan this trip in a small
skiff in the year 1840, travelling 2000 miles,
undergo'ng frightul hardships, and spending
months in making the preparatory drawings,
The preparitory work being completed, he
el.‘ected a buildinz in Lonisvilie to transfer
his sketches to canvas. After much hard
work and many privations, he finally com-
pleted the panorama, which was a fasithful
transcript of 2000 miles of the Missicaippi
scenery upon three miles of canvas, In New
York and Boston the cariosity to see this
monrtrous panorama wes so great, that the
railroads had to run excursion trains from all
parts of the conntry. His success was even
greater in London.

Ex-Segretary of War Alphonso Taft,dicd at
8an Diego, Cal.,, May 2lst, He was born at
Townshend, Vi, on the 5'h of November
1810. In his nineteenth year he entered the
freshman class of Yale College, and graduated
with honor, -After passing two years at the
High Schoo! at Ellington, Conn., he accepted
a position as tutor in Yale, which he also
held for two years, in the meantime attend-
ing tha lecturcs of the Law School. He was
admitted to the Bar in New Havea, Conn,, in
the sommer of 1838. He entered upnm the
practice of the law in Cincinnati in 1839, He
gave in his adhesion to the Republican party
at the time of its organizition, and in 1856
was a member of the Coavention that
nominated General Fremont for President,
In 1865 he was appoiated ajudge of the
Supreme Court of Cincinnati, and was twice
elected to the same office by popular vote, the
last tim~, in 1869, when Le received the un-
usnal honor of a unanimouns vote from the
people of both political parties. In 1875 he
wag & eaudida'e for the Republiein uemina-
tion for Governor of Okio, being the principal
opponent of General Hayes, but was defeated.
In March 1876 he was called into President
Grant’s Cabinet as Secrctary of War, to fill
the vecancy caused by the resignation of
Genera! Belknap, and two months later was
transferred t> the position of At'orney-
General, in which he succeeded Buwards
Pierrepont, who was made Minister to
England. He was succeaded as Secretary of
War by J. Donald Cameron, He was again
candidate for Governor, but was again
defeated in 1877. In April 1882 he was
appointed Minister to Austria by President
Arthur, From this position he was trens.
ferred in September 1884 to the Russian
misgion.
